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Abstract: This work is dedicated to studying the role of Helicobacter pylori
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virulence factors in the development of gastroduodenal zone lesions in rheumatoid
arthritis (RA) patients taking NSAIDs for a long time. The study analyzed the
prevalence of highly pathogenic strains (CagA+, VacA+) and their impact on the
severity of NSAID gastropathy. It has been established that the presence of these
markers significantly increases the risk of developing erosive-ulcerative defects and
increases the frequency of "mute" (painless) lesions of the mucous membrane. The
results justify the necessity of mandatory H. pylori screening and eradication therapy
in this group of patients to reduce gastroenterological risks.
